
Instructions for candidates applying for Spot Round Admission 

1. Filling up of the application form for Spot Round Admission as per schedule 
below by the candidates for Academic  Session 2024-25 along with applicable 
fee of Rs. 1500/-: 

 
 

28th August 2024 Spot Round Admission for PG Programs 

28th August 2024 Spot Round Admission for UG Programs (except FYUP & DYD) 

 

Those candidates who have already submitted their application forms {JEE 

Mains/CUET (PG)} along with the fee earlier for the AY 2024-25 need not 
to apply or pay the application fee again. Such candidates are required 

to carry the printout of the application form submitted earlier while 
appearing for Spot Round Admission along with all requisite documents 
including Payment Receipt. 

 

Before filling up the form candidates are advised to carefully go through the 
Relevant Notification available on SMVDU website under Admission tab. 

 
2. The Candidate will lose the claim to seat allotted in his/her favour, if he/ she 

fail to produce all the applicable original documents at the time of document 
verification. 

 
In case a candidate has taken admission elsewhere, he / she will be required to 
submit an undertaking stating that he / she will submit original documents within 
four working days from the date of reporting. 

 
3. Reporting time for Spot Round Admission on 28th August 2024 is 9:00 AM 

to 1:00 PM (Merit list shall be displayed on same day at 2:00 PM) Admission 
will be granted on same day after payment of Fee. 

4. Selection 
 

- Selection to B. Design Program shall be based on UCEED Rank (merit) & for 
Non-UCEED candidates on the basis of score in entrance test to be 
conducted by SMVDU on the same day. 

- Selection to PG Programs shall be based on CUET (PG) 2024 rank (merit) & 

for Non-CUET (PG) 2024 candidates on the basis of score in entrance test to 
be conducted by SMVDU on the same day. 

- Selection to B.Tech. Program shall be based on JEE Main Rank (merit). 
For Spot Round Admission to B.Arch. 
Program, selection will be based on JEE Main (Paper 2) Rank/ NATA Score 
(merit). 
 



 

5. In case a tie for allotment of any seat, candidates' Dates of Birth will be taken 
into account. Candidates’ senior in age would be given preference. A higher 
rank will be allotted to the older candidate. 

 
6. There will no option of ‘upgrade’ and ‘withdrawal’ during Spot Round 

Admission. The Seat allotted in the Spot Round Shall be final. 
 

[The Candidates applying for Spot Round Admission should ensure that they fulfill all 
eligibility conditions. Their admission at all the stages of the examination will be purely 
provisional subject to satisfying the prescribed eligibility conditions.] 

 
It is mandatory for candidates to attend the Spot Round admission physically.
